Several individuals in our congregation have taken ad-
vantage of the law which allows persons to contribute
money to the church from one’s required minimum dis-
tribution from an IRA, thus reducing the tax owed on the
remainder of the distribution. The age at which one
must take a required minimum distribution is 72, though
one can make qualified charitable distributions at age
70 1/2 up to $100,000 annually . Please contact your
financial advisor to verify the specific details of this re-
quirement.
